K8804514) had arrived by Indigo Flight No. 6E-72 from Dubai to Ahmedabad on
30.04.2019 at Terminal 2 of SVPI Airport Ahmedabad. On the basis of scrutiny of
passenger manifest and suspicious movement of the said pax, while the pax was passing
Exit gate through Green Channel, he was intercepted by the AU officers, as he along with
his baggage was required to be frisked and checking was to be carried out. The passenger
was found carrying one checked-in corrugated carton box, and two hand baggages one

being a blue colour back pack and another a polythene carry bag.

2. The AIU Officers scanned the baggages of the pax one by one in the baggage
screening machine located near the Green Channel gate. During the scanning, a dark black
image was noticed in his back pack bag. Whereas nothing objectionable was noticed in the
other two luggages i.e. one corrugated carton and polythene carry bag. The said back pack
bag was examined in detail in the office of the AlU located in the Arrival hall. On detailed
examination, one belt with black coloured buckle which seemed to be unusually heavy than

regular buckle belt was recovered from the said back pack bag. The recovered buckle belt

was again scanned in the baggage scanning machine. On scanning the same, it was

noticed that the buckle portion of the belt gave some dark metallic images which show that
the said buckle was made of some heavy and dense metal like gold. On being questioned,
the passenger confessed that it was made of raw gold and that he had purchased the said

gold in the form of buckle and wanted to clear it illicitly to evade Customs duty for his

personal gain. The AIU officers asked the passenger to walk through the Door Frame
