(Issued under Section 124 of the Customs Act, 1962)

Shri Soni Ram Kumar (hereinafter referred to as the ‘passenger). Age 20
years, holding an Indian Passport No. T1699734 had arrived at Sardar Vallabhbhai
Patel International Airport, Ahmedabad from Dubai by Fly Dubai Fiight No. FZ 437 on
08.03.2019. The passenger was not carrying any check-in and cabin baggage. On
suspicious movement, the passenger was intercepted when he was about to exit
through the green channel.

The passenger was asked to walk through the Door Frame Metal Detector
(DFMD) installed near Customs AlU counter in the Arrival Hall. Prior to passing through
the said DFMD, the passenger was asked to remove all the metallic objects he was
wearing on his body. The passenger readily removes all the metallic substances from
his body such as wallet, mobile etc. and keeps it on the table and after that AlU Officer
asks him to pass through the Door Frame Metal Detector (DFMD) machine and while he

passes through the DFMD Machine, a loud beep sound is heard, which indicates that

there is presence of metallic substance in the upper and middle part of his body. The

Custom officer once again, politely asks him whether he was carrying any metallic
substance on his body as the DFMD was giving alert sound. On being politely asked
the passenger removes his belt and kadiwali chain and places it in the tray. After
removal of the belt, the passenger was asked to pass through the DFMD machine. Now
passing through the DFMD machine, no alert sound was heard. The tray containing the

belt and kadiwali chain was put for scanning and during the screening a dark image

appeared on screen at the buckle side of the belt and of the kadiwali chain. On being

questioned the passenger confessed that he had concealed yellow metal as buckle of
belt and kadiwali chain . On being further asked passenger accepted that the said
buckle of belt and the kadiwali chain were made of gold and further admitted that on
arrival, he did not want to declare the same to Customs so that he could clear it illicitly.

2. Based on the primary inference, the Government approved valuer Shri Nachiket
S.Mavlankar, was called upon for examining the authencity and purity of buckle of belt
and kadiwali chain made of Gold. The Govt. approved Valuer submitted his report on
08.03.2019 stating that the said buckle of belt and kadiwali chain were made of
Gold with Black Rhodium Coating, totally weighing 231.300 Grams having purity 91.6%
of 22kt was valued at Rs. 7,02,782/- (Rs. Seven Lakhs Two Thousand Seven
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
