2. As the flight arrived at SVP International Airport, the passenger moved out of the
aeroplane from the rear door, using the steps and then boarded the bus arranged by Indigo to
move from the tarmac to the arrival gate of SVP International Airport. On reaching the Arrival
gate, the passenger came out of the bus and looked around and found one person standing
near the side of the Arrival gate who greeted him. The passenger kept his bags on the ground
and took out two gold bars wrapped in black adhesive tape from each of the front pockets of
his pants and handed it over to the said person who greeted him. After giving the two gold
bars to the said person, the passenger proceeded from the Passenger Arrival gate alongwith
other passengers towards the immigration counters of SVP International Airport.

2.1 While the Passenger was handing over the two gold bars to the said person outside
the Passenger Arrival gate of SVP International Airport, a Lady Constable of the Central
Industrial Security Force (CISF) posted at the Departure Staff Gate Air Side of the SVP
lnte.rnational Airport saw him keeping his bags on the floor and talking to a loader guy just
beside the bus. The Lady Constable felt doubtful that the passenger had given somethi
the loader.
