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SHOW CAUSE NOTICE

On the basis of passengers profiling and suspicious movement of a
passenger after their arrival at the Arrival Hall of Terminal-2, SVPI Airport,
Ahmedabad by Jazeera Flight No. J9407 from Dubai (via Kuwait) to
Ahmedabad on 20.04.2019, Mr. Kasmani Asif Abdul Aziz (DOB-
10/04/1981) holding Indian Passport No. J0750462 (Old Passport No.
E5418467) (hereinafter also referred as “the Passenger” for the sake of
brevity) was suspected to have been carrying some high value dutiable
goods. Therefore, the Passenger was kept under discreet watch by the
officers of Customs-AlU. Ahmedabad. It was observed that the passenger
did not declare any dutiable items before Customs Authority as he opted
for clearance through the Customs Green Channel. Just when the
passenger was trying to exit the Airport through the Green Channel, he was

intercepted by the officers of Customs-AlU for detailed checks.

2. During the course of questioning, he was asked to provide his

identity to which, the passenger identified himself as :

3. The passenger was then asked by the Customs Officer whether he
was having anything to declare to Customs Authority, to which he replied
in negative. The AlU officers offered their personal search to the passenger
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but the passenger denied saying that he was having full trust on the A,E;
officers. The AIU officers then asked him whether he wanted to be searchis

in front of Executive Magistrate or Superintendent of Customs, in reply the
said passenger gave his willingness to be searched before the

Superintendent of Customs.

4. The search of the passenger revealed that he was carrying one grey
coloured trolley bag, one big cardboard box, one black coloured laptop bag,
one cream coloured polyethene bag and a black coloured hand pouch in
the baggage screening machine located near the green Channel of Arrival
Hall Terminal-2, SVPI, Airport, Ahmedabad. Nothing objectionable was
found from the bag. The AIU officers then asked the passenger to remove
all the metallic objects he was wearing on his body and then walk through
the Door Frame Metal Detector (DFMD) machine installed near the green
Channel of Arrival Hall Terminal-2, SVPI Airport. The passenger walked
through the DFMD, whereupon a loud beep sound was generated by the
DFMD. The officer again asked him to remove any metallic substance he
was carrying on his body, whereupon he removed one transparent plastic
pouch containing one yellow coloured chain & one yellow coloured
pendant, alongwith two new [-Phone mobiles, from his pants pocket and
kept them aside. The Custom officer, thereafter, once again asked him to
remove any metallic substance and then pass through the DFMD. The
passenger once again denied of having any other metallic substance with
him and thereafter, passed through the DFMD, whereupon the DFMD
again made a loud beep sound. The Customs officer once again asked him
to remove any metallic substance he was carrying. Thereafter, the
passenger removed another transparent plastic pouch containing two
yellow coloured chains and one yellow coloured pendant from the secret
pocket of his pants and kept it aside. The Customs officer then once again
asked him to remove any metallic substance which was still in his
possession. The passenger now denied of having any other metallic

substance with him and then walked through the DFMD, whereupon the

DFMD this time made no beep sound.

5. A photo of the mobile and yellow coloured metal in form of three

chains and two pendants, was taken by the officer which are as under: -
